Bab Boujloud, a landmark of Fez, is the main entrance into
the Medina of Fez. The side that greets new visitors is
painted elegant blue. The reverse side, which faces the
Medina, is painted green. When you pass through the blue
gate, you feel like you are traveling from modern to
medieval times.
